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In 1802, north american astronomer and mathematician Nathaniel Bowditch correlated the letters of the alphabet with the 24 timezones dividing the globe, creating a system that is still 
in use today in navigation. Timezonetype uses this system as a basis for a cartographic writing, encoding texts into maps.
